This WordPress Theme Selling Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into on [Date] by and between:

1) Purpose

Seller agrees to sell and provide a WordPress theme (“Theme”) to Buyer under the terms of this
Agreement.

2) Theme Details

3) License and Usage Rights

Option A — Single-Site License (Recommended for client projects):

4) Price and Payment Terms

8) Third-Party Plugins, Fonts, and Licenses

The Theme may rely on third-party plugins, fonts, or libraries. Buyer understands:

Some plugins/tools may require separate paid licenses

Seller is not responsible for third-party license costs or changes

Buyer agrees to follow third-party terms

9) Intellectual Property

Seller retains ownership of:

Seller’s pre-existing code, frameworks, starter themes, utilities, and reusable components

Buyer retains ownership of:

Buyer’s brand assets, logos, and provided content

Any custom elements created specifically for Buyer are licensed or transferred according to Section 3.

10) Confidentiality

If either Party shares confidential business information, the other Party agrees not to disclose it to
third parties, except as required by law.

11) Warranty Disclaimer

The Theme is provided “as is” and “as available.” Seller does not guarantee that the Theme will be
error-free on all hosting environments or with all plugins.

12) Limitation of Liability

To the maximum extent permitted by law:



Seller’s total liability is limited to the amount Buyer paid under this Agreement.

Seller is not liable for indirect damages (loss of profits, data loss, downtime), especially
related to hosting, third-party plugins, or Buyer edits.

13) Termination

Either Party may terminate if the other Party materially breaches this Agreement and does not fix it
within [X] days of written notice.

If Buyer terminates after work has started:

Deposit is non-refundable (if applicable)

Buyer pays for completed work up to the termination date

14) Refund Policy
